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PASTOR’S MESSAGE

In my last column, | shared three
priorities which continue to guide
our ministry: 1) nurturing community
through inspiring worship and caring
ministry; 2) mission with those in
need and with children, youth and
their families; 3) deepening spiritual
growth, participation and leadership.
We also discerned that a desire to
feed the hungry and celebrate God
through music and the arts are
primary gifts that we have to share.

This month, I'd like to say a bit more
about the ideas that are shaping our
worship experiences at Riviera. The
first of these is that worship is not a
spectator sport. Each person
attending worship contributes to the
service. For example, I've reminded
you of the People's Amen. The
Amen that occurs at the end of every
prayer is not for the leader to say
alone. When the presiding pastor or
the lay Reader offers a prayer, we
share the Amen together. Maybe
this practice will lead you to more
unscripted amen’s in response to
music or an inspiring word said well.

Another opportunity to contribute to
worship is the prayer cards collected
by the ushers. Our Prayers of the

People is not just a pastoral prayer,
but the joys and concerns that the
community brings to worship. If
someone special is visiting with you
today, with their permission, you are
invited to share their name on a
prayer card so that we can celebrate
their presence.

A while back, the worship team,
guided by Tom Long's book, Beyond
the Worship Wars: Building Vital and
Faithful Worship, established a set
of principles that guide our worship:
1) make room, somewhere in
worship for the experience of
mystery; 2) make a concerted effort
to show hospitality to the stranger;
3) recover the sense of drama
inherent in Christian worship; 4)
emphasize music that is both
excellent and eclectic in style and
genre; 5) creatively attend to the
space and environment of worship;
6) forge a strong connection in each
service between worship and local
mission;7) maintain a stable order of
service and responses that the
congregation knows by heart; 8)
move 1o a joyous experience toward
the end of the worship service.

Although we might not always
achieve each of these, | think it is
important to define what we intend
to do and have a vision for where we
are going. See you in worship.
