Those who attended the Food and 

Faith study expressed a greater 

appreciation for the bounty of God-

-how food and faith can nurture us 

and make each mealtime a 

special experience. One 

suggestion embraced was the 

experience of eating alone and 

making that meal a time of 

communing with God.  
 
We enjoyed sharing our stories of 

church hospitality, as well as our 

personal hospitalityñthat 

Biblically, we are all to be 

hospitable. Special Bible verses 

reminded us that our body is a 

temple and that being created in 

Godõs image makes us precious 

and loved, thus we need to be 

wise in our food choices. The 

writer of the study, Wendy 

Whiteside, explained how feasting 

and fasting can bring us closer to 

God. She encouraged us to be 

intentional in all aspects of our 

physical nourishment as it is 

interwoven with our spiritual 

nourishment.  
 
As a result of our Lenten study, we 

learned about other opportunities 

to be hospitable, perhaps 

participating in the national 

ôSouperõ Bowl Sunday--when 

congregations bring in canned 

goods, especially soup, to be 

distributed to local food pantries;

Simonson. Named Amazon's Best 

Book of the Month for March 

2010, here is the review: 
  
In her witty and wise debut novel, 

newcomer Helen Simonson introduces 

the unforgettable character of the 

widower Major Ernest Pettigrew.  The 

Major epitomizes the Englishman with 

the "stiff upper lip," who clings to 

traditional values and has tried (in vain) 

to pass these along to his yuppie son, 

Roger. The story centers around 

Pettigrew's fight to keep his greedy 

relatives (including his son) from selling 

a valuable family heirloom--a pair of 

hunting rifles that symbolizes much of 

what he stands for, or at least what he 

thinks he does. The embattled hero 

discovers an unexpected ally and 

source of consolation in his neighbor, 

the Pakistani shopkeeper Jasmina Ali. 

On the surface, Pettigrew and Ali's 

backgrounds and life experiences 

couldn't be more different, but they 

discover that they have the most 

important things in common. This wry, 

yet optimistic comedy of manners with a 

romantic twist will appeal to grown-up 

readers of both sexes. Kudos to Helen 

Simonson, who distinguishes herself 



with Major Pettigrew's Last Stand as a 

writer with the narrative range, stylistic
